No courses with a grade less than a C can be applied toward the certificate.  At most two courses can be transfer courses, and credit will not be accepted for correspondence courses.  In addition, a satisfactory grade of “S” must be obtained for three semesters of GE 3011 – Engineering Entrepreneurship Seminar and an approved engineering entrepreneurship experience must be completed.


Each certificate candidate must submit a report detailing his or her engineering entrepreneurship experience.  This report must be approved by both mentors and submitted to the Associate Dean of Engineering.  It is anticipated that the engineering entrepreneurship experience will, in most cases, be gained in senior engineering design courses or technical elective courses.  The candidate must complete a B.S. degree in engineering or computer science.
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
